The meeting was opened at 19.30 by the Chairman. 

The resignation of Cllr Morton at the last meeting was noted following receipt of a formal written letter of resignation.

Report of progress and updates since the last meeting
Update from County and District Councillors
The District Councillor did not have a great deal to report but stated there may be a few things to mention after the next SDC meeting. An update was given regarding the Woodmeadow.
It was noted that the next meeting in March will be the last one for Cllr Duggan as District Councillor. It was mentioned that Selby would still have local planning officers but other areas, such as licensing, would be dealt with in Northallerton. 

Update from NY Police
No representative attended and no information was available.
Update from Admin

Further to the report below, the following issues were raised:

The Litter Collector had cleared up broken glass at the skatepark during half term week.
An update was given regarding the litter bin on Station Road by the lead Councillor.  It was RESOLVED not to replace the bin currently, as there are two other bins in the nearby vicinity.  This can be reassessed in the future, if required.

Kelfield Road speed cushions – update requested. Now new lead Councillor undertaking the project. 

Update from Clerks’ discussion forum.

All other work is ongoing, including Social Media work.
23/23   Matters from Public Participation
A Councillor mentioned there had been a complaint from a resident regarding no response to a telephone call and email.  However, no email had been received and the phone had been checked twice during the week when staff were on holiday.

Correspondence
 (a) Correspondence for information only:
It was noted that we will receive £234.60 from NYCC in relation to grass cutting. 

A representative from Giga Clear Broadband had been due to make contact prior to this meeting but this had not occurred. Cllr Duggan said he would remind him to make contact and he may attend the next meeting in March, where it will be an agenda item. 
 (b) Correspondence requiring decision:

Affordable Housing – it was RESOLVED to invite the representative to provide more information at the next Council meeting.
NYCC Lighting Survey – It was RESOLVED to repair any faulty lights with LED lanterns, as and when required, as part of the part night lighting scheme.  
 (c) Late Correspondence –to note only

39 York Road bin at the side of the property.  The one by the Millennium Green has the front off it and the public bin by the entrance to the Sustrans track has no basket in it. 
It was RESOLVED to investigate the bin situation. 
25/23      Accounts
Account and payments details had been circulated in advance of the meeting. It was RESOLVED to approve payments for February2023.  
The Acting RFO noted the following points: 

A query was raised regarding Google invoices which is set for the 7th of each month; however, invoices follow later.
The Acting RFO mentioned that if the Lighting scheme was to cost more than £25,000 then three quotes would be required in accordance with the Financial Regulations. 

Two Councillors were available for processing payments this week. 

The Acting RFO mentioned that the purchase of the Methodist Church had not gone through yet and the following information was still required:

A special UTR number from HMRC.

The results of an energy survey which should be available in a several days. 

It was noted that £10,000 had been transferred from the Projects Account into Unity Bank, so when the purchase date is finalised, the monies will be ready.  However, the amounts may have to be processed in batches rather than one lump sum of £80,000.

Pest Control was raised following a discussion regarding chaffer bugs and the cost involved due to potential damage to the football pitch.  At present, our pest control budget only covers moles.  Any additional expenditure may have to come out of Reserves. 
It was noted that a cautious approach should be taken with regards to street lighting and that £30,000 should not be spent in one go. 

Discussion took place regarding the Clerk’s annual leave accrual payment. It was agreed it would be paid up to April.   The wages team will calculate the amount due at contracted hours and would be paid in March’s payroll run. 

The Acting RFO asked any Councillors who wished to claim their allowances to make contact at the end of the meeting and the information would be passed over to the wages team.


It was noted that the contract with Boothferry Pest Control had been renewed for a further twelve months under the same Terms and Conditions.

RPC have not been notified regarding this application. However, due to concerns regarding traffic, lack of footpath, doctors, schools etc, it was RESOLVED to send a comment drafted by a Lead Councillor and also to provide support to Kelfield PC.
               2022/1363/COU 1, Hall Farm Close.

The Lead Councillor provided feedback of his findings and complications surrounding the application. It was RESOLVED that the District Councillor would visit the property and forward information to the Chairman. It was RESOLVED that Council reserve judgement until further information is received.

The District Councillor left the meeting at 20.31.

The Lead Councillor recommended no objections to this application subject to the usual consultations with neighbours.

27/23   Reports and Consultation

A member of Council stated they had attended a Neighbourhood Planning Webinar on 25 January.
28/23
Recreational / H & S update
The Lead Councillor relayed the findings of the HAGS annual report.  An initial list of priority work would be created, and a quote obtained.  Some works were already due to be carried out by a contractor in early April.  Some other works would be passed to the Lengthsman.  
It was noted that the concrete block at the entrance to the park had been removed and re-sited, as requested. 
A comment was made regarding the maintenance of the Jubilee Sportsfield, which is not a part of our current agreement with the contractor.  A specification would be sent to the Acting RFO and a quote will be obtained for this additional work.
Report from the Admin Assistant report:

The following are included on the list of work to be carried out at the Park and in the village.
· Bench on corner of Back Lane – sand and varnish.
· Notice boards – varnish and check doors are not sticking.

· Jubilee Sportsfield fencing – repair.
· Zip wire bark needs aerating, along with replacing a kick board.  Weeds have been removed.

· Car parking signage – to be completed. 
· Broken down small tree on village green.
· Skate Unit – rusting in places, repaint.
· Bin to repair in park.
29/23 Committee
Due to the resignation of Cllr Morton the position of VC was currently vacant. Two Councillors volunteered for this role.  It was RESOLVED that Cllr Lee undertake the role of VC and automatically become a member of Admin and Finance Committee. There is still a vacancy on the Committee; however, this will be filled once the roles are decided upon at the May meeting, where Councillor duties will be discussed. 
It was RESOLVED that Cllr Nuttall would become lead Councillor for the Village Institute. 

It was noted that weather alerts from Area 7 will only be sent to Councillor e-mail addresses.  This has caused an issue due to the resignation of Cllr Morton who was the Snow Patrol lead.  It is possible to obtain the weather reports from other means. Nick Morton will be asked if he remains in agreement to undertake the role. 

30/23 Beacon
It was noted that we intend to issue an Autumn/Winter and Spring/Summer edition of the Beacon. An alternative format was shown to the Council and options and costs were discussed. The lead Councillor agreed to make further contact with the local printing specialist. This will be an agenda item at the next meeting. 
31/23 Defib
Council had offered to pay for the installation of the unit at the Village Institute and get a second quote with the same contractor for installing both units and splitting the cost with the school (Dec minutes136/22).
A quote had now been received for doing the Village Institute. 

The school had been contacted but no response had been received at the time of the meeting. 

The defib at the Village Institute is now operational. The contact details need changing to a Cllrs e-mail.

We had already agreed to take over the defib at the Doctor’s surgery.   It is currently a loan device, as the original one is still out of use. It was agreed it was not cost effective to repair the device at the sum of £905 + VAT, therefore a new one would be procured.  It was agreed to ask for this device back and use it for training purposes. A lead Councillor would investigate this. 

It was RESOLVED to procure a new defibrillator for the Doctor’s surgery. 

32/23 King’s Coronation
It was stated there is already an event to mark this occasion organised by the Events Committee, who are planning a picnic on the green on 7th May.
The Monday following the King’s Coronation the Woodmeadow would be formally opened, with Cllr Duggan cutting the tape. There may be entertainment, such as a BBQ and music. Other thoughts included purchasing a bench for the Woodmeadow. Further information will be brought to the next meeting.  It has been stated that there on no plans for the Beacon to be lit this year.
