Update from Admin

Admin Report – April 2023
· Tent reported to police between Checker Lane and A19. Police visited twice and found it to be in a poor state. There was no sign of anyone living there when visited on both occasions. 

· Website options are being researched. 

· Facebook – Fusion not able to help as no one there now covers social media. Meeting booked with AVS for 28th April who may be able to assist with this. 

· Certificate received for the Civility and Respect Pledge – Chairman to sign.

· Kelfield Road – speeding scheme – no date for programme of works yet.

· Village Green notice board key locks – ongoing – looking into options. 

· Public Bridleway No. 35.53/14/1 - Bridleway starts just off the A19 then goes East through Eastfield towards King Rudding Farm, then heads North to finish on King Rudding Lane in Riccall. The post was reported as damaged and has now been replaced.

· Litter bins – replacement ones ordered. 

· New Councillors induction, forms, email addresses, ID badges set up. 

· New sign at the Park entrance.  Awaiting pdf of new NYC logo – SDC logo has been removed. 

· Website has been updated to include new councillors details.  

· Gigaclear Broadband has made contact regarding attending a meeting. 

· Whole Councillor training – 8 possibly 9 councillors can attend on 10th May.  
It was RESOLVED to book this training if the date is still available with YLCA. 

· Staff annual leave sheets for 2023/24 being devised using YLCA’s calculation.  Pension auto enrolment letter needs looking into. Deadline to send letter to employee is June.  

· Affordable Housing – clarification on local connection received - 

The initial preference would be residents who just reside in the settlement of Riccall or have another form of local connection such as a close family member who lives in Riccall  or someone employed within Riccall. 

Should no resident come forward after an agreed period of time, we would widen it to nearby parishes such as Hemingbrough, Kelfield for example who again meet the local connection. Should again no one come forward, the criteria would be widened to the whole of Selby District. 

Streetlights

SL27, 28 and 29 on Parsons Lane asked NYC to change to new LED lantern.  Sl27 and 28 are faulty so cost effective to replace 29 while we have scaffolding. 

SL64 still out – Extensive works required – chased NYC re new LED lantern. 

Park

· We need to issue our usual reminder to the contractor to clear any litter before mowing as there were at least six cans in the grass on Friday 14th April, which had been shredded by them. The pieces are razor sharp and rather dangerous – as reported by RPC Litter Collector. 

It was RESOLVED that a Councillor would contact the grass cutting contractor to ask them to remove any litter prior to cutting. 

· Replaced Littering poster at entrance to Park. 

· Lengthsman – has started work on revised work list.

· Bark will be placed under zip wire after the Easter holidays by Ashfield who will quote for other park works at the same time – hopefully able to meet up with H&S lead/other.

· Awaiting another quote from Playdale. They have asked for additional information. 

· Park works booked in (Abbey construction) for early April (Froghouse and Komplan matting) 

54/23   Matters from Public Participation

A neighbour dispute was mentioned regarding access via a gap in a fence at a property on Chapel Walk which links to a footpath across the fields to the A19. Information was given regarding a verbal dispute amongst residents, rubbish being dumped behind the fence and signage currently in place.  It was acknowledged this is private land and a neighbour dispute, therefore no responsibility lies with the Council.   
A complaint had been received regarding the hedge at the Red House. The hedge overhangs onto the pavement by approximately 18 inches at head height, thus causing an obstruction for pedestrians.  It was RESOLVED to contact North Yorkshire Council regarding this issue. 
It was mentioned that a resident had sighted an adder whilst walking her dog at the Park at the far end near the gate. It was RESOVLED to make residents aware and obtain advice from NYC.

A complaint had been received from a resident regarding the Jubilee Sportsfield and damage to nearby properties. The history surrounding the complaint was discussed. 

It was RESOLVED to speak to Riccall United FC regarding moving the goalposts and look into the Agreement between RPC and Riccall United. A response to the resident would be sent in the meantime whilst investigations were being undertaken. This will be an item on the agenda at the next meeting.

General Comments from the Acting RFO:
‘No comments had been received from April’s accounts.

General Comments

1/ I sent out the budget information up to March ’23, so you are all up to date with the budget situation.

If you have had chance to look at the March budget v actual information. You will have noted we are 100% through our budget year and we have spent 90.8% of our budget. 

2/ I am anticipating completing the purchase of the Methodist Church later this month. The funds were transferred to our solicitors at the beginning of this month. The Methodist trustees do not appear to be in any hurry to conclude the sale.

3/ You will note; all our CIL money has now been spent on acquiring the Methodist Church and the amount spent to date on the project is £91,601.56 out of £130,000 agreed by RPC at the January budget meeting.

4/ Three Councillors are now additional signatories on the VM accounts, we now have five in total.

5/ Two Councillors are nearly signatories on our Lloyds bank account. Both need to visit the Selby branch for proof of identification purposes. One Councillor went to the branch a couple of weeks ago, waiting for another Councillor to go.

The final bank mandate action is to get them both registered as signatories on our Unity Bank account.

6/ this month’s Chess invoice has been delayed due to problems at their end. Explained the situation to them, I cannot pay without the authorisation from the council at our meeting which are held monthly. If you don’t pay by the due date, it may affect the service they provide.’

· Car parking signage – to be completed. 
· Broken down small tree on village green.
· Skate Unit – rusting in places, repaint.
· Bin to repair in park.
