Report of progress and updates since the last meeting
Update from County and District Councillors

It was noted that it would be the last meeting for the District Councillor due to the Unitary Council from 1st April. Cllr Duggan highlighted the successes in the village during his time as District Councillor, and also regret that the roundabout project had not been approved during this time. Cllr Duggan wished the Council all the best for the future especially given the inevitable changes ahead. The Chairman thanked Cllr Duggan for his hard work and wished him a very happy retirement. 
The County Councillor stated there were not many changes to the Committees which she was a member of. It was mentioned that anything above 500 houses on a planning application would automatically be dealt with at Northallerton.  There will still be a local area, Selby and Ainsty, to cover planning applications with a 21 day calling.  Councillors were asked to let her know of any issues so she could report to the Committee. 
The budget was mentioned including an additional £7.5 million help repair potholes, however there was no information yet about which areas funding would be given to. An extra £63 million had been given to assist swimming pools. A key aim of the fund would be to help these facilities to become more energy efficient. Schools will have to provide childcare from 8am – 6pm from 2026. 

A local issue had arisen, with a possible breach of planning permission, which was being closely monitored. 

Requests for funding was now open with the amounts available ranging from £300 - £2000. Grant application requests should be sent to Cllr Duckett. 

Cllrs Duggan and Duckett left the meeting at 7.41pm
Update from NY Police
The lead Councillor has been in contact with PC Richard Wood from Selby Neighbourhood Policing Team. He may be able to attend a RPC meeting, but had offered to meet with the Chairman/other at another convenient time.  The lead Councillor offered to be part of the meetings and another Councillor volunteered to participate too. The lead Councillor will make contact with PC Wood again and bring a summary of issues which the police are looking at in Riccall, to the next meeting.

I am waiting for a delivery time from the contractor, then the works will be programmed in to install the cushions, unfortunately at this moment I do not have an exact date when they will be installed. However, I can assure you that I am chasing the contractors to complete the order as soon as we receive the speed cushions.”
Festive lights – storage costs Acorn Lighting Services - We have had to increase our storage cost due to increased insurance costs for £16.00 per motif to £17.00 per motif = 13 motifs in storage, total cost £221.00 plus VAT.  Can you please confirm and supply a P/O number.  Council discussed this issue.

The lead Councillor had spoken to residents at 39 York Road regarding the bin at the side of the property.  Also, the bin by Millennium Green is missing its front and the public bin by the entrance to the Sustrans track has no basket in it.  The lead Councillor reported both bins require replacing on a like for like basis.   It was RESOLVED to accept the recommendation.
Matthew Brown arrived at the meeting at 7.51pm. 
The Chairman brought forward item 45/23.
Matthew introduced himself as the Rural Housing Enabler for Selby District Council and explained the reason behind the Affordable Housing Scheme, which aims to provide affordable housing to help people to remain in their local area. It was stated the last housing survey in Riccall was conducted in 2015 and was now invalid, as they are only valid for 5 years.  The average housing prices, both sale and rental, over the past five years were mentioned and the vast increase noted. The large difference between private rental and Council rental costs was also noted. 
In response to how things will change under the Unitary Council, Matthew explained there will be four planning areas, Selby and Ainsty being one of them. 
Council stated they were in support of the scheme. Matthew will write a report and have another look at average property prices.  He will then formulate a plan.  He can be contacted by Councillors via e-mail or mobile, if anyone has any further questions.
Matthew Brown left the meeting at 8.08pm. 
38/23   Matters from Public Participation
It was noted there had been several messages on the PC Facebook page in relation to the forthcoming defibrillator training, which had been forwarded to the lead Councillor. The lead Councillor outlined the details of the training which will be held on 6.30pm Tuesday 25th April at Riccall School, and a document explaining the benefit of the training had been sent to ten groups in the village, as well as being advertised on the PC social media. There was no idea of numbers yet, however it was hoped it would be well attended.

Accounts Report March 2023
General Comments from the Acting RFO
1/ I sent out the budget information up to February ’23, so you are all up to date with the budget situation.
If you have had chance to look at the February budget v actual information, you will have noted we are 91.66% through our budget year and we have spent 83.8% of our budget. (They all should know this, as I have sent out the sheets.)

2/ The purchase of the Methodist Church has still not gone through. However, we are in the final stages and our solicitor says we should complete before the end of March. 

3/ At our last meeting the council approved the purchase of a replacement defibrillator located at the surgery. Because of the urgency, we have already bought the device. TR 570 on this month’s payment transactions is a transfer of funds from our Unity current account to our VM projects account.

4/ The Clerk’s holiday accrual will be paid this month, as agreed.

5/ You will all have seen the Shed Ground maintenance proposal. What is it to be, don’t renew, one, two or three years’ deal? 
It was RESOVLED to accept the renewal for one year only. 

6/ We are once again preparing for the end of the financial year with Rialtas. I am already being asked to send them lots of information. I have made them aware of the timing of the purchase of the church. I will send them the normal stuff this week and the financial information required when we purchase the Methodist Church will have to follow on.

7/ Still not heard back from VM re the addition of signatories, three Councillors, to our account.
The Acting RFO thanked the wages team for their hard work in processing March’s wages. It was noted which Cllrs would undertake the task for April and May.”
Debit Card

The recent purchase of the defibrillator was mentioned and initially a request was going to be made for a credit card, in order that a quick purchase could be made. However the Acting RFO stated that we have a debit card which can be used providing members have already approved the purchase.  If the purchase was required urgently and Council were not due to meet soon, an emergency meeting could be called, so long as there was a quorum.

Due to the associated costs of a credit card, it was deemed not viable and unnecessary. 

The acting RFO had produced a draft Debit Card Policy which had been circulated. The debit card limit has been set at £1000 but can be changed if required.

It was noted that 40 tonnes of road planings had been tipped onto ground.  The LA, Planning Department and EH had been informed. The County and District Councillor were aware. 
42/23   Reports and Consultation

A member of Council stated they had attended the Riccall Lands Charity meeting.  It was noted that the plant fayre last year only had £5 million insurance, but now they have increased it to £10 million, which the PC had requested.  The next plant fayre will be held on 25th May on the village green.  They will be putting in a request to use the village green.

Recreational / H & S update
The Lead Councillor relayed the findings of the HAGS annual report.  An initial list of priority work would be created, and quotes obtained.  Some works were already due to be carried out by a contractor in early April.  Other works would be passed to the Lengthsman.  
It was noted that the concrete block at the entrance to the park had been removed and re-sited, as requested. 
A comment was made regarding the maintenance of the Jubilee Sportsfield, which is not a part of our current agreement with the contractor.  A specification would be sent to the Acting RFO and a quote will be obtained for this additional work.
Report from the Admin Assistant report:

The following are included on the list of work to be carried out at the Park and in the village. These are in addition to work identified by the recent HAGS report. 
· Bench on corner of Back Lane – sand and varnish.
· Notice boards – varnish and check doors are not sticking.

· Jubilee Sportsfield fencing – repair.
· Zip wire bark needs aerating, along with replacing a kick board.  Weeds have been removed.

· Car parking signage – to be completed. 
· Broken down small tree on village green.
· Skate Unit – rusting in places, repaint.
· Bin to repair in park.
44/23 Beacon
The lead Councillor provided information of cost comparisons from two different printers for A4/A5 black & white and colour options for future editions of the Beacon.  
It was RESOLVED that the Spring/Summer edition would remain the same, however it would include a section whereby residents would be asked which format they would like future editions to be in. 
45/23 Selby Affordable Housing

This item had been brought forward.
46/23 Civility and Respect

The lead Councillor stated that other villages nearby had signed up to this project publicised by the YLCA and that training would be provided.  
It was RESOVLED that the Council would sign up to this Pledge and training.  
47/23 Methodist Church
The working group had been given contact details of the two groups who were still using the Church for activity purposes.  One group had already been contacted, the other would be contacted soon to inform them that currently there are no plans to prevent them from using the facility, but Council would make further decisions once the Church purchase had been finalised.  It was noted there would be a period of time when it is not available due to refurbishment. 
Due to insurance purposes, the locks would be changed once the purchase was complete.

It was stated that Council will need to devise a formal lettings policy. It was envisaged an Extraordinary meeting would be held once the purchase was complete.  The working group were thanked for their hard work. 
48/23 Admin & Finance Committee
It was mentioned again that devices need to be turned off or switched to vibrate mode during meetings, unless otherwise agreed beforehand with the Chairman. 
The internal audit had taken place. The forms for this have been updated; however, we will check with YLCA to see if they have any specific templates.

Any new assets would be added to the register. Security relating to keys to new assets was mentioned. The issue of emergency access to the Jubilee field had been raised. It was agreed that due to security issues, keys to the height barrier would not be given out.
There were currently no grants available, as the scheme was fully subscribed.
